( Signing up for a library card

A library card is required to borrow or reserve materials.
Please fill out a user registration form and bring it to
the desk with your identification . At the libraries and
satellite libraries, anyone can sign up for a library card
whether or not the person lives or works (goes to school)
within the city.

A library card is accepted at all libraries and satellite
libraries located within Shinagawa City. The library card
is valid for two years and requires renewal. For renewal.
please fill out a renewal form and bring it with your
identification . If more than 90 days has passed after
the expiry date, you cannot borrow new materials or
place reservation requests until you renew your library
card.

*Acceptable forms of identification include a driver s license. health

insurance card, or other documentation showing your address.
name and date of birth issued by a public agency.

O Loan limits

Patrons can borrow up to 20 books and audiovisual
materials in total at a time.

However, the following materials have loan limits within
the conditions above.
Videos: Shinagawa and Ebara: Up to four items in total.
DVDs: Shinagawa, Ebara, Oi. and Gotanda: Up to four
items in total.
Regional materials and reference materials: Up to eight
items each.
Special materials (Assigned reading books, special
feature books for the year-end and New Year holidays):
Up to four items in total.

*Please be reminded that we accept no responsibility for any failures
caused by the use of audiovisual materials.

O Loan period

Books, magazines (back issues), CDs, cassette tapes,
picture-story shows, and a frame for picture-story
shows: Two weeks

Videos (Available for loan at Shinagawa and Ebara
only.): Two weeks

DVDs (Available for loan at Shinagawa, Ebara, Oi, and
Gotanda only.): Two weeks

Regional materials and reference materials: One week
(Not available for loan at Shinagawa in principle. Also,
not all materials are available for loan at other libraries.)
Special materials (Assigned reading books, special

feature books for the year-end and New Year holidays:
One week

*The loan period can be extended once from the day when a request
is made before the original loan expiry date. if the material is
housed at libraries or satellite libraries and has not been reserved

by another user. However. the extension of the loan period is not
available for DVDs and videos.

O Returning materials

Materials borrowed from libraries and satellite libraries
can be returned at the facilities provided on pages 6-18.
Patrons may return items in the drop box when the
facility is closed

To return fragile materials such as audiovisual
materials (videos, DVDs, CDs, cassette tapes. etc.) and
large picture books, please bring them directly to the
desk.

Please bring materials borrowed from other libraries
not operated by the City of Shinagawa (libraries operated
by other local governments) to the desk of the library
they were borrowed from.

If you are late returning items by more than 14 days.
you cannot borrow new materials. or place reservations
and requests.

When materials are lost, soiled or damaged. so that
they are unable to be used. you will in principle be
charged an amount equivalent to the replacement of the
materials.

O Reservations and requests

Patrons can reserve materials at libraries and satellite
libraries. Patrons can also request up to 20 items
at libraries. Only Shinagawa residents may request a
material not housed at libraries and satellite libraries. We
will do our best to offer requested materials by borrowing
from the Tokyo Metropolitan Library or libraries in other
cities, or by purchasing. However. we may not be able to
meet your request.

If you cannot find the material you would like to use.
or if the material is currently on loan, you may fill out a
reservation request and submit it at the desk. Requests
are also accepted by phone.

CDs and cassette tapes can be reserved if they are
housed within the city. No requests are accepted.

No reservation or request is accepted for videos and
DVDs.

A reservation can be held for up to one week (excluding
closing days) from the date following the placement of
the reservation request. A reservation will be removed if
this period has expired.

*You can also reserve items from a computer or mobile phone. In
addition. user terminals placed at the library can be also used

to reserve an item. (Password must be registered to use these
services.)

() Searching on computer (OPAC)

There are computers for users to search for materials
(OPAC) in the library.

Materials housed at all libraries can be searched for
using titles, authors. composers, etc.

O Internet

There are computers for public use at each library.
Each patron may use one for up to an hour.

Shinagawa Library and Osaki Library have computers
for database search.
